It works like this: 

 

You’re wrestlers earns (not 

sells) $100 for our club.  50% 

of that goes back to the club + 

$18 (the balance of the EWL 

fee that the club picks up).  

You’re wrestler would then 

have a balance of $82 that 

they can use to be re-

imbursed for wresting 

tournament fees, wrestling 

equipments, wrestling camps 

etc.  We will not accept hand 

written receipts for re-

imbursements.  Cancelled 

checks or a bank statement 

showing where the money 

went.  

 

If you don’t use your account 

money before the start of the 

next season, it does not roll 

over unless you set 

something up with the 

President (Brad Rose) or 

Treasurer (Doug Hopson) 

before the start of the season. 

We are now entering our 

seventh week of practice and 

we are starting so see 

dramatic improvement from 

everyone in the wrestling 

room.  Technique is getting 

better as well as their 

knowledge of the sport.
